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This course will introduce the basic concepts and theories related to global governance, the
main actors and their roles, main topics, and major international organizations in the
international community. The main topics of this course include the theoretical basis and
research paradigm of global governance; the main actors in global governance and the roles
played by these different actors; global economic governance, global environmental
governance, global development governance, global public health issues governance, etc.
Global governance in related topic areas, as well as issues related to global regional
governance, governance of major power relations, and China’s participation in global

governance.
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
